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1)  Edward the Confessor dies in January 1066 without leaving an heir to the throne

2) Harald Hardwara (King of Norway), William (Duke of Normandy, France) and Harold Godwinson (Earl of Wessex) are the main rivals.

3) Harold Godwinson becomes King and Harald Hardwara invades the north of England.

4)  The two rivals meet in battle at Stamford Bridge – Harald Hardwara dies.

5) William, Duke of Normandy, invades in the south.  Harold’s army and William’s meet and the Battle of Hastings begins. Harold dies.

6) William, Duke of Normandy, is crowned King of England on Christmas Day 1066.  Less than a year after Edward the Confessor dies.
