Chapman and Mallinson: Resource: 4c
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Men began 8 hour shift to clear a path on seabed for cables, taking
turns piloting the sub and operating mechanical arm.

Men returned to surface at end of shift and waited to be hauled in.
Unknown to them, a part of the sub had flooded making it
extraordinarily heavy so they sank to the seabed at dangerous

speed

The men responded quickly and slowed the descent and made
themselves safe.

Men stayed still to preserve air and energy.
Men trapped for 36 hours before Curv il arrived from California

Several technical issues meant Curv Ill couldn’t be launched as
planned,

After 72 hours, the men shared their drink and sandwich as oxygen
due to run out and no more power for fan.

A very tricky ascent took over 2 hr 30.

When the men were finally pulled from the sub, there was only 12
minutes of air remaining.
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
