	English: This week we are continuing to read ‘Naughty Bus ‘. See story book attached.
Monday/Tuesday: Spend 15 - 20 minutes – Reading/re telling Naughty Bus - https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=sqQ1BAEj1oE
Monday/Tuesday - Talk about a new character for the story. Draw a new character on a post it note and stick it on your story map. Discuss the character, setting, problem and solution for your new story. For example:  a naughty fire engine lived in space. He got stuck on the moon and the rescue spaceship saved him.
Wednesday: Spend 15 – 20 minutes – Complete the story planning sheet – see attached. Draw a picture in each box and talk to your grown up about each picture. What is happening in each picture? Who is the character? Where is it set? What happens? (the problem) How do they solve the problem? (The end)
Thursday/Friday: Spend 15 minutes – Write your new story in your blue book. Remember to use your planning sheet to help you write your story. 
Send us a photo of your story. We would love to read it.

	Daily:

Please encourage your child to look at a book and talk about what they can see happening in the pictures. Encourage your child to talk about the beginning, middle and the end of the story? Can they predict what will happen next? Can they find the following tricky words: I, the, like, he, she, we? Can they read any words?  
Reading time with an adult: 15 – 20 minutes. Share a book with your child. Ask your child questions about the book? Stop halfway through and ask them what they think will happen next? Did they enjoy the book? What did they like/ dislike about the book? Talk about what the problem was in the story? How did they solve the problem?
Extension: Write a book review – See sheet attached.
Writing time with an adult- 5-10 minutes in your book. Please encourage your child to hold their pencil correctly and form the following letter in cursive correctly: t lower case. Watch http://www.ictgames.com/mobilePage/skyWriter/index.html 
Make sure you start on the line. (Extension: write t, l, I correctly in your blue books)


	Group A: 30-40 minutes
Sing the alphabet song every day. 
Can you read and write the following tricky words: he, she, we, be, me every day? Extension: Can you write a sentence with those words in? e.g. He is a boy. She is a girl
Watch Letters and sounds video to support (see sheet attached)
Monday:  Say ng sound. What words end in ng? Can you write 3 words ending in ng? e.g. song, king. Can you write ng? Write some words ending in ng: song, king, rung, ping
Tuesday:   Say ng sound. What words end in ng? Can you write 3 words ending in ng? e.g. song, king. Can you write ng? Write the following sentence. I can sing.
Wednesday:  Say ai sound. Can you write ai sound? Now think of words with ai in e.g. pain, rain. Can you write 3 words with ain in? Now write: I like the rain rain.
Thursday – Say ee sound. Can you write ee? Now think of words with ee sound in e.g. this, see, bee, been. Can you write 3 words with ee sound in?
Friday –  Say ee sound. Can you write ee? Now think of words with ee sound in e.g. this, see, bee, been. Can you write 3 words with ee sound in? Write the following sentence. I can see a bee.

	Group B: 30-40 minutes
Sing the alphabet song every day.
Can you read and write the following tricky words: was, my, you, they, her every day? Extension: Can you write a sentence with those words in? e.g. My dog is black. They have 2 cats.
Watch Letters and sounds video to support (see sheet attached)
Monday:  –  Say or sound. What words have or in? Can you write 4 words with or in? for, born, sort, fork. What do those words mean?
Tuesday –  Say or sound. What words have or in? Can you write 2 sentences with or words in? I can use a fork.
Wednesday:  Say ur sound. What words have ur in? Can you write 3 words with ur words in? e.g. fur, burn, turn. What do those words mean?
Thursday –  Say ur sound. What words have ur in? Can you write 2 sentences with ur in. e.g. My dog has fur. 
Friday–   Say ow sound. What words have ow in? cow, row, bow. What do the words mean? Can you write 3 words with ur words in? e.g. cow, mow, tow.
Phonics – See sheet attached for extra resources 

	Maths – Halving and Sharing (20-30 minutes)
Monday: Find two teddies, two plates and lots of loose parts to represent food (or have a real picnic!). Share your items out equally between the two teddies. What is half of 6? 10? 14? Extension: what happens if another teddy joins the picnic. Email a picture of your sharing picnic to your teacher. 
Tuesday: Watch BBC Teach Halves and Halving https://www.bbc.co.uk/bitesize/clips/z6bq6sg. Discuss what you noticed. Use playdough (or similar) to make 8 biscuits. Give half away: how many left? Keep trying with different numbers and write your answer each time. What other items can you make? Extension: Halve 12 until you can’t anymore; why can’t you halve 3? Halve numbers up to 20. 
Wednesday:  Watch BBC Teach Titch and Ted Learn about Halves https://www.bbc.co.uk/teach/class-clips-video/maths-ks1-fractions-titch-and-ted-do-maths-part-two/z4f2t39. How did they use halves to help them?
Complete the Ladybirds halving to 10 worksheet. Split the dots into two halves and count one half up. Write the answer on the line. Extension: Practise your number formation 1-20.
Thursday:  Watch Finding a Half https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=yDhofz3TpEw. What did you notice?
Complete the Ladybirds halving to 20 worksheet. Split the dots into two halves and count one half up. Write the answer on the line. Extension: double your answer – what do you notice? Talk about how doubles can help with halving.
Friday: Play the Floor is Lava! Write out numbers 1 – 10 on different pieces of paper and place them around the floor. Get an adult to shout out an even number 2-20. Jump onto the number that is half of this to escape the lava (without slipping). Extension: Practise your number formation 11-20.
Extension games: Play bus board game – each time you land on a number – can you halve it? Are there some you can’t?

Geography: 30- 45 minutes. See PowerPoint attached. Go on a local walk and complete the sheet attached. What can you see? Talk about the different types of buildings you see as you walk around. Stand still and listen – what can you hear? Extension: Take photos on your walk or write 2 sentences about what you see and hear.

DT: 20-30 minutes. Use bricks, blocks, small world, boxes to build a town for your Naughty Bus. What will you need? Don’t forget to add road signs and people. Please find attached some road signs, bus pictures and houses if you want to use them. Take a photo of you and your town. We would love to see your creations.

PHSE – Health and hygiene 
Recap the importance of washing your hands for 20 seconds. Watch the Baby shark hand washing song.

Discuss why it is so important to wash your hands when you cough or sneeze. Extension: Make a poster to go in your toilet. What words will need to go on your poster? 

RE: 15- 20 Minutes. Discuss the importance of rules. See PowerPoint attached. Why do we need rules? What rules do you have in your house/ school? Extension: Write your 3 rules down and draw some pictures to go with each rule. Share your rules with someone at home or school. Why are those rules important? 

PE: This week we are going to do superhero workouts! Choose either this Wonderwoman workout https://video.link/w/6rfKb or this Black Panther workout https://video.link/w/NpfKb. 
We need your superpowers to help save the planet from asteroids! Line up some objects that can fall over e.g. a drinks bottle/skittle. Practise your rolling skills by rolling a ball at them. If you hit them, you have hit the asteroids away from Earth. Hint: keep your eye on the object, swing your arm back and then forwards directly at the object.
