	English:

	This term we are reading ‘The 3 Little Pigs ‘. See story power point attached.
Watch The 3 Little Pigs https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=oanczCDuSrk 
Monday/Tuesday: Spend 15 - 20 minutes – Talk about what you know about the story. Talk about the front cover, the back cover, look at the pictures. Who are the main characters? Where is the story set? 
Wednesday – Spend 15- 20 minutes - Cold write – Draw a picture of the 3 little pigs and write a sentence.
Thursday/Friday: Spend 15 – 20 minutes – Use the power point attached to begin to learn to re tell the story. 
Extension: Make puppets to help you to re tell the story – see sheet attached to make puppets or you can make your own.

	Daily:
Reading time – independent: 15 – 20 minutes. Please encourage your child to look at a book and talk about what they can see happening in the pictures. Encourage your child to talk about the beginning, middle and the end of the story? Can they predict what will happen next? Can you find the following tricky words: I, the, like, he, she, we? 
Extension: Draw a picture of your favourite part in the story or favourite character.

Reading time with an adult: 15 – 20 minutes. Share a book with your child. Ask your child questions about the book? Stop halfway through and ask them what they think will happen next? Did they enjoy the book? What did they like/ dislike about the book? Talk about what the problem was in the story? How did they solve the problem?

Writing time with an adult- 5-10 minutes in your book. Please encourage your child to hold their pencil correctly and form the following letter in cursive correctly: j and y lower case. Watch http://www.ictgames.com/mobilePage/skyWriter/index.html 
Make sure you start on the line. (Extension: write t, l, I, u correctly in your blue books)

	Group A: 30-40 minutes
Can you read and write the following tricky words: he, she, we, be, me, my every day? Extension: Can you write a sentence with those words in? e.g. He is a boy. She is a girl

	Group B: 30-40 minutes
Can you read and write the following tricky words: was, my, you, they, her, all, are every day? Extension: Can you write a sentence with those words in? e.g. My dog is black.

	Maths:

	Maths – Length, height and distance 20-30 minutes 
The aim of this week is to begin using language to describe length, height and distance. Encourage your child to use specific mathematical vocabulary e.g. longer, shorter, taller, wider, narrower, further, nearer. Please send in a picture of one of the activities. 
Monday: Watch Tall https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=wkRU92wRM7w and discuss what you noticed. Pick out 6 toys. Compare their length and order them from shortest to longest. Can you order more than 6?
Tuesday:  Watch Titch and discuss https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=X_BNxLeKI20. Cut and stick the plants in height order. Extension: plant your own seedling and watch it grow over time. How tall can it get?  
Wednesday: Order your family in height order. Who is tallest/shortest? Compare sizes by drawing and cutting around your foot and see how many of your feet tall they are compared to you. Extension: draw and write what you found. 
Thursday: Outside: practice your throwing skills by throwing 3 items e.g. sticks/balls. Which has gone the furthest? Can you measure it in strides? How else could you measure it? Inside alternative: place different items around the room. Discuss which are nearest and which are furthest away. How could you measure which are further away?
Friday: Practice your number formation. Choose your three hardest numbers to form e.g. 2, 5, 8. Can you draw a big, medium and tiny version of each number?
