	Home Learning for class: Key Stage 1
Week beginning: 22/2/21

	English 
This week, our focus will be on reading and writing non-fiction texts. We will be writing a report about whales. Before we can do that, we will need to learn how to gather information and the note take.

Lesson 1: Today, we will discuss and understand what it means to gather information in preparation for writing a factual piece (report) and what a source of information is. We will understand what is meant by note-taking (including a concept map) and practise making notes about a familiar topic – ‘yourself’.

Lesson 2: Today, we will continue to develop our knowledge and skills relating to note-taking. We will be talking about methods such as key words, short notes (not full sentences), bullet points and abbreviations to help with speed. Today our source of information is videos.

Lesson 3: We continue to gather information and develop the skill of note-taking. Today our source is texts so we will be discussing skills in skim-reading and scanning for key words. We will also consider highlighting/underling key words and important information. As this is not our first day researching whales, we consider repetition of facts and not needing to record twice. We will also consider the benefits of a contents page, index and glossary.
 
Lesson 4: Today is our final day on gathering information and note-taking from sources of information. We will look at using the Internet and other sources available.

Lesson 5: Today, we will enjoy some fictional texts where the focus is whales. Sometimes, we can gain further information and a sense of the habitat this way. Today will also allow further time to return over the previous day’s lessons and sources of information and organising our information in preparation for writing our reports next week.
